The Vice President asked had everyone present had signed the attendance register for insurance purposes, Covid 19 tracing, and the lucky badge draw
Advised that the new growing competition would be commencing with plant sales in the new year

Fedora mentioned the phenomenal effort Jonathan did to set up our display which we came fourth. Sharon was thanked for her efforts in scheduling the volunteers. The feat was compared to wrangling cats. 

The Presentation Night / Christmas party was mentioned with some of the things to be held there in especially the Hawaiian Shirt competition to be extended to include the ladies and the monster raffle & the “jellybean” guessing competition 

Supper:

The meeting broke for Super 

Lecture
Kathy introduced Helen Lovel from Neutrog for whom she has worked for the past 20 years and showed slides of the production of the various products
Helen gave a brief overview of the current state of Neutrog at its site at Kanmantoo in the Adelaide Hills SA  and has been family owned since 1985 and how Angus Irwin the Managing Director and Dr Uwe Stroeher head or R& D  had pushed the Research & Development of organic fertilisers & “tonics” by diversifying the use of microbes and spoke on how they had identified 140 different microbes that where beneficial to plant health and reducing the neighbours malodourous smell from composting.  She spoke of the 8-10 weeks composting cycle using the Whole poultry shed material and the testing of heat and for any nasties in the compost. Helen spoke of the success of the R&D in Almond production of which Australia produces 20% of the worlds production and how Hull Rot was reduced by 50% using biological means. Helen spoke how the research for the farmers can be used for the various hobby growers and spoke of how they had helped Flemington Racecourse Roses show such success and broad acre farming reduce cost of fertiliser by demonstrating the efficacy of their product. Especially in the Turf production 
Helen spoke of the Social Media Presence and the Pooh Bah Club and stressed they do no use green waste. Asked members if they had used various products like Strike back for Orchids, Gogo Juice, Chocka Block, Seamungus, Popul8, Kahoona and Who Flung Dung many members had used them and were very vocal in their praise of Neutrog product they use for their orchids. There were some murmurs of the great seaweed-based product issues. The secretary advised it stemmed from the product Maxicrop with issues in the 1990 where excess iodine caused virus like symptoms in orchids and many growers refused to use seaweed / kelp-based products Seamungus does not have any of these problems. Helen advised a sample pack of Seamungus was being shipped but had gone missing in transit. (Secretary’s note will be available at our November meeting)
